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FDR was something new to the people. He brought change to the country with his use of the radio, the New Deal, and other various things. FDR was either thought as a “great betrayer and a liar”(517) or “a new savior of his people”(Coughlin).  Now Father Coughlin “attacked FDR”(517) for what he was doing for the lower class people.  Huey P. Long had the same ideas and intentions of FDR like everybody “could enjoy a house , a car, old-age benefits”(517) but to a greater level.  Long was known as “ FDR’s wiliest rival”(517).
As for comparing these three great men that have done many things for this country and it’s people, it is hard to decide if one or all is a political threat. Now not everybody like FDR or even Long because of what they did and what they talked about. Long killed by “an assassin’s bullet”(517) after giving the “Share Our Wealth” speech that has inspired many today. Father Coughlin preached on the radio about what he thought was right and what was wrong, and continuously told the people that FDR was not good. Coughlin also preached about for “private control and creation of money” and how he “advocated that it be replaced by the American system”(Coughlin).  However, it is seen that between Long and FDR that there was a rivalry.  They both talked about the same things, however, Long was more detailed about how he was going to do those things. I believe that if Long wasn’t shot, then FDR would have had many problems keeping the peoples attention. Between FDR and Coughlin, I don’t think there was too much of a threat, because FDR had this political image. Coughlin,  I believe had some followers, but not nearly as much as FDR.
Long and Coughlin were both really radical leaders compared to FDR. FDR may have changed many things, like to the FDIC, the Social Security Act, and the WPA (with Harry Hopkins).  Some of them even failed to help, like the AAA.  However, he was doing what he thought, even though sometimes it was unconstitutional and not right, was right to help the people, the businesses, and the country.  Sometimes he changed his mind, like when “second New Deal” (518) took place. However, even though FDR made good and bad things happen to this country, he didn’t really ever have a straight plan for what he wanted to do, it was just a outline. When FDR made his speeches to the people for the running of President, he just told the people that he wanted to make things better and change this for the better basically speaking.  FDR didn’t say that he was going to fix the segregation between people. However, the others, Long and Coughlin, knew exactly what they wanted. Coughlin wanted the management of money and such to not be in the hands of the government, he wanted “private control”. Long made an entire list of what he wanted to be done for the people in his speech of Share Our Wealth : 
1. Every family to be furnished by the government a homestead allowance, free of debt, of not less than one-third the average family wealth of the country, which means, at the lowest, that every family shall have the reasonable comforts of life up to a value of from $5,000 to $6,000: No person to have a fortune of more than 100 to 300 times the average family fortune, which means that the limit to fortune is between $1,500,000 and $5,000,000, with annual capital levy taxes imposed on all above $1,000,000. 

All of these men made changes on this country and to the people of that time. They have given new ideas to what could be done and may have been done. Nevertheless, of what they caused or what failed, all of them, Coughlin, Long, and FDR, helped this country and people get through the Great Depression and will be remembered for it.
